	Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Do you think a paper wad will sink or float in water?  Do you think a rock would sink or float?  (Show the front cover and read the title and author)  In this book we will find out if a paper wad or rock would sink or float.  We are going to make some predictions about what we think will sink or float.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: watermelon p. 9, marble p. 5
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers look for chunks they may know to figure out a word.


	During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.
