Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

What are some really big insects that you know of?  The book we are going to read today tells us about insects that lived a long time ago before dinosaurs lived.  What do you think insects were like then?
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  giant, earth
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

 Readers think about the book they are reading.  They remember the details.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to each student individually while all students whisper read.  Help students use strategies to decode words.  Notice fluency and advise students as needed. 

*Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What were some of the insects in this story?  What can you tell me about the dragonfly’s wingspan?  What did the book tell about the cockroach? Scorpions? Centipedes?  How do scientists know how big these insects were?
· Return to Teaching Point: 
What did the author do to help you remember and understand the size of these insects?  
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  details
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Choose an insect from today that you have seen before.  Write a sentence that compares it to something else.  For example:  The butterfly was as big as a pancake.
