Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This story is about a lady whose yellow car will not start.  She needs help.   Notice the speech bubbles. (page 8 and 9)   Notice the italics on page 16.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary  tow, garage, battery
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

  Readers look for chunks they may know to help them figure out a word. (at – battery - pg.14)

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

  Who did Jane get to help her?  How did they help her?
· Return to Teaching Point

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
