 Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Little Cub is a story about a little lion cub that wants to play. He goes around to all his friends but no one wants to play with him because they are busy.  His friends are with their mothers learning how to find food and stay safe.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: hungry (4),   Elephant (2),    teaching (8)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Good readers look for chunks they may know to help them figure out a word.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Why didn’t Little Cub want to go with his mother at the beginning of the story?
What were the other animals that Little Cub talked to?

Why didn’t Elephant want to play with Little Cub?

Why didn’t Zebra want to play with Little Cub?

· Return to Teaching Point:

Little Cub was hungry. What did his mother tell him?

Did he know how to catch food?
