Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Well, in this story the wolf, or Mr. Wolf, comes back, determined to catch the pigs.

Let’s see what his plan is.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary  our (4)  could (7)  bash, crash, smash (4)   chinny chin chin (4)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Rereads to confirm or search further
“What did you read that again?”

“What did you find out?”

“Try that again and think what would make sense, sound right, and look right?”

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What happened first in the story?  Next?  Last?

Tell about the characters, the problem, the solution and the setting.   Could this story take place anywhere else?  Tell us.
· Return to Teaching Point

What did you try when you were at a tricky part in the story?  Did it help?

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

What other story that you know does this remind you of?  How are they the same? How are they different?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

What do you think the wolf could try next to catch the Three Little Pigs?
