Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This is a story about a girl who loses a tooth. Have you ever lost a tooth? In this story, the main character, Mariah, loses her tooth, and she hopes that the Tooth Fairy will come to take it and leave her money. She writes letters back and forth to try to find out a price for her tooth. Let’s take a picture walk and see how she loses her tooth and what kind of letters she’s writing. Ask students to look closely at the pictures. Now let’s read and find out how the tooth fairy answers her. 
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: expensive (p. 29) disappointment (p. 24)

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers notice punctuation marks. His or her voice will change when they see an exclamation mark or question mark. 

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

1. What kind of teeth does the Tooth Fairy like?
2. Do you think that Mariah should have pulled out her tooth or listened to her mom and let it fall out when it was ready?

3. Let’s look at the Tooth Fairy’s response to Mariah’s letter on page 31. What did the Tooth Fairy say? Do you think the Tooth Fairy will make a fair deal with Mariah?
· Return to Teaching Point: What did your voice do when you read an exclamation or question mark? Let’s read a page together? (p.7) 
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
