Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This book is called “Monster Math Picnic.” It is about ten monsters that go out for a picnic together and they enjoy doing many different things. Have you even gone on a picnic? What did you enjoy doing? 
Ask students, while they read, to think about why the book is called “Monster Math Picnic”
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

· Readers look for chunks they may know to help them figure out a word. 
· Readers group words together so their reading sounds smooth.


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)
1. Does anyone know why this book is called “Monster Math Picnic?”

2. What were some things they enjoyed doing at their picnic?
3. What was the last thing all 10 monsters were doing?
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Generate a sentence similar to those in the book.
