Readers make connections between words by letters, sounds, or spelling patterns.  Today as you read, you will find lots of rhyming words.  Pay attention to those words.  They will help you solve them.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Why do you think the wolf was not scared at first?

Why do you think he was scared to run off?
