Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Display and read the front cover.  Ask students to predict what the sotry will be about.  Ask a volunteer to name all the animals in the illustration and tell what sound each one makes.  Hand out the books and discuss each illustration.  Tell students Old MacDonald has animals on his farm and they will read to find out what type of animals are on the farm.

· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

After each animal says it sound what punctuation mark do you see?  (Answer = exclamation mark)  Why do you think the author chose to use an exclamation mark after each animal said its sound?
· Discussion Questions

How does the illustrator show that all the animals are noisy?  How does the noise make the farmer feel?

What is this story mostly about?  Can you use your own words to tell about this book?  What animals did you see and what sounds did some of the animals make?

Write about yourself somewhere noisy.  Who is with you?  Why is there so much noise?
