Picture walk( make predictions (don’t show the end)

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: knew, thought, zebra, really
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers notice punctuation marks.


	During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?



	After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Did the girl really see a panda?  How did she know she really saw the panda? (she took a picture)
Where did she see the panda, what was he doing?

Where did the panda come from?

What happened at the end of the story?

· Return to Teaching Point  Look at page 5, how would you really that sentence with the question mark?  How does it sound?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
