Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

What does your pet do for a snack?  Has your pet ever begged for a snack?  What do you do when you want a snack?
In this story about a story about Mudge and his boy Henry, Mudge wants Henry’s snack.  Let’s read to see what all Mudge does to try to get Henry to give him a snack.  

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  drools, head, cute 
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support):  Good readers notice punctuation and capitalization.  What should you do when you come to a comma or a period?  Notice BIG and BOLD words also.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What does Henry have at the beginning of the story? 

What are some of the things Mudge does to get Henry’s attention?

What does Mudge do that Henry likes?

Does Henry give Mudge what he wants at the end of the story?

How do you think Henry feels about Mudge?  How can you tell?  Show me a place in the book that makes you think that.

· Return to Teaching Point.  EX:  I really liked the way I heard Sally read the commas (or BIG & BOLD) on this page. Have them read it if they are willing.   
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

What is your favorite snack?  Why do you like it?

Write about a time you really wanted something.  What did you do to get it?
