Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

What does it mean when someone dares you to do something?  Discuss dares.

In this story an older brother tells his younger brother you shouldn’t dare do – (different things.)  If someone said that to you would you try it?  

Take a picture walk, and notice the serious faces and suspense that keeps building.  (Stop page 10)

Predict what will happen.

Read to find out what happens to the younger brother.  Will he wind up being really scared? 

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  Scare and dare have a different sound for are like in care.  You could think of other rhyming words, share, stare, glare.

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers group words together so their reading sounds smooth.  There are many repetitive lines,  read smoothly and with suspense/tension in your voice. 


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Discuss the sequence of the story, first, next, then…how it adds to the suspense of the book.  

What did you predict was going to happen?  

How did you figure out who the monster is?  

What do you think will happen to the little boy next?

How do you feel about the older brother and his actions? 

· Return to Teaching Point

Go back and reread parts smoothly with tension to show how that helps build suspense.

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Is there a time you were dared to do something that scared you?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write about something that has been scary in your life.
