Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Our new story is called “Socks Off!”  It’s about a game this family plays every night before going to bed.  What is your bedtime routine?  Are there things you do every night before going to bed? (putting on pajamas, brushing your teeth)  This family plays a game.  It’s called “Socks off!”  How do you think this game might be played?  In this game, they try to take each other’s socks off.  The winner is the one who gets someone else’s socks off.  The loser is the person who had their socks taken off.  The loser has to go to bed.  Let’s take a look at what is happening in our story.  (During the picture walk, be sure to discuss the difficult vocabulary.)  
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p2 every, p4 other’s, loser, p12 tummy, p16 champions
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers group words together so their reading sounds smooth. 


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-Who played “socks off” at the beginning of the story?  How did this change throughout the story?  What caused this change?  
-Who normally won this game?  Why do you think dad was normally the winner?  What did the loser have to do?  What was the plan for dad?  Why do you think they made the plan to trick Dad?  Who does have to go to bed first at the end of the story?
-What are some of the things we can learn or figure out from looking at the pictures?
-Did the boy enjoy playing this game?  What makes you think that?
