	Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: hangar, fuel, crew, baggage, passengers, finally

	During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?



	After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What happens first, second, third… ? (make a list)
Where do you think the plane is going? (stretch their thinking beyond the text)
· Return to Teaching Point: Did the pictures help you understand the story?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
