Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Have any of you ever been to an apple orchard?  What kinds of things did you do while you were there?  Today, we’re going to read a story about a girl and her mother and their trip to the apple orchard.  Let’s take a quick picture walk to see what kinds of things they did.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers look for chunks they may know to help them figure out a word. (Chunky Monkey)

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

Discuss places in the book where students used “Chunky Monkey”
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

What kinds of things did the girl and her mother do at the apple orchard?
Tell me about the different kinds of apples they found at the apple farm.

What were they going to do with the apples?
