Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

What do you know about chameleons?  
In this book the main character, Chloe, explores the outdoors.  Each time she stops, she becomes a wonderful new color while blending in with her surroundings.  A fly visits her area and the author uses a fun phrase as Chloe tries to eat the fly.

“A flick – a lick-…”  Can you think of other books that use repetitive phrases?  “I’ll huff and I’ll puff…”  Discuss how the reader uses a special voice and phrasing while reading.  This is something we will practice as we read today.
Let’s go on an adventure with Chloe and see if she can catch and eat the fly.  Make some predictions.  Where do think Chloe might go?   Do you think she will catch the fly?  Do you think she will eat the fly?  Perhaps Chloe and the fly will become friends.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)
· Return to Teaching Point
Allow partners to work together on reading to each other with great fluency, phrasing and expression.
· Discussion Questions

Did Chloe ever catch the fly?  Show me this part in the story as you explain your answer.
Describe what happened when Chloe slipped at the end of the book.
Explain why the flies couldn’t see Chloe.

What punctuation did you notice in the book?  How does the punctuation help you read?

Draw a picture of the two characters.  Write a short story about them.
