Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)  

Some plants creep along the ground to get more sunlight.  Some plants climb up things to get more sunlight.  Creepers and Climbers is an explanation about plants that creep along the ground as they grow and plants that climb on things when they grow.  What does it look like to climb?  To creep? It is written as a puzzle, so there are clues, then a question, and finally an answer.  Look on page 2-3.  This is an introduction to the text.  It tells us what the book will be about.  What plants can you see?  Turn to pages 4-5.  The clues are on this page.  What clues can you see?  Now, turn the page again to find the answer.  What plant was it?  Read on to find more answers to the puzzles.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  pumpkin (pg. 6)  vine (pg. 13)  
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

     Good readers think about what the important ideas are in the book.  

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Tell me the important ideas in the book.
Why do some plants creep?  Which ones like to creep?

Why do some plants climb?  Can you give me an example?

Why do watermelon and pumpkin plants creep and not climb?

What things did all of the plants in this book have in common?

Do you know of any other plants that could have been included in this book?

What are some of the things that helped you make sense of this book?  Look on page 15.  Discuss the chart.

Discuss the index on page 16.

· Return to Teaching Point:  What are the important ideas in this book?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

      Good readers have questions about what they are reading.  What are you wondering about?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)    Ask the students to make a realistic drawing of a plant they know.  Have them write a description of the plant using adjectives and strong verbs.
