Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This is a book about an aquarium and the different sea creatures that can be seen there. What is an aquarium? What types of creatures do you think you could see at an aquarium? Let’s take a picture walk through the book and see what types of creatures we can find. Now, let’s read to see what interesting creatures are there. As we read, let’s pretend we are taking a tour through the aquarium. 
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: aquarium (p. 4) beluga (p. 10) coral (p.12) octopus (p. 18) dolphin (p. 20)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use text features to help them understand nonfiction. The glossary in the back of the book can be used to find out what the bold words in the text mean. 

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

1. What creatures did we see at the aquarium?
2. What colors are the creatures that we saw at the aquarium? 

3. What are some other animals that could be seen at the aquarium (other than the ones already in the book)?

· Return to Teaching Point: Let’s look back at the glossary. Did this help you learn what certain words in the text meant?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
