Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

Discuss the different insects and the ways these insects can be harmful or helpful to humans.
What insects did you learn about today?  Is that insect harmful or helpful to us?  Why is that insect harmful or helpful to humans?
