Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

Read the title and look at the cover together.  There are several ways to make pancakes.  This book shows us one way to them. Let’s take a picture walk.  What did the author do to make it easier for us to follow the steps to making pancakes?  
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  ingredients (2) utensils (3) mixture (7) 
Intentional Teaching Point: Readers think about connections they make to the story they are reading. 


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

Return to Teaching Point: Readers think about connections they make to the story they are reading.

What kind of information is given in the orange type?

What did the boy do to get the lumps out of the flour?

Why do you think the batter needs to sit for 10 minutes? 

What steps do you think an adult may need to help with?  Why?

Why would these pancakes be good to eat as a dessert?

If you were making pancakes for breakfast, what toppings would you want?
