Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This story is about a girl and her dog, Baxter, and how they get ready for the day.  Do any of you have a dog?  What does your dog like to do first thing in the morning?  Let’s take a look at some of the pictures.  Who do you think is telling this story?  What time of day do you think this story is taking place?  What makes you think that?  What does it look like the girl is going?  What does it look like the dog is doing?  (Bring out some words in your discussion like: paws, open, eyes, scratch, stretch, tongue).
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p10 tongue
· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)
Readers look for chunks they know to help them figure out new words.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

Was there any part of the story that you found a little confusing that you’d like to talk about?

What was Baxter so excited about doing?  

How do you think the girl feel about her dog? What makes you think that?  

  Let’s compare Baxter to other dogs that you know.  How are they alike?  How are they different?
