Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

How many of you have a dog?  What does your dog do when it sees you first thing in the morning?  This is a fun book about a girl and her dog, Baxter, getting ready for the day.  Let’s read to see what kinds of things they do to get ready.  
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers look for chunks they may know to help them figure out a word.  

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the story

Tell me about a connection that you had with this book.

What kinds of things does the girl do to get ready in the morning?

What kinds of things does her dog do?

Why do you think the girl in the story is always telling her dog, “Soon!”?  What do you think the dog wants?  

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write about one thing the girl and her dog do to get ready in the morning.  

OR

Write about what you do to get ready in the morning (use sequential words like First, Next, Then, Last).
