Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This is a story about a pet python, which is a type of snake. What type of problems do you think this python will cause? Since this is a make believe book, this python is going to do some unusual things with the family. Lets take a picture walk and see what kind of weird things this snake is going to do. Ask students to look at the pictures and see if they can pick out some of the unusual things that this python is going to do. Now let’s read and find out what this python is doing.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: ideal, hives (p. 7) keen (p.10) vowed (p.14) 
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers think about the book as they are reading. They remember the details. 

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

1) Why does mom not like Fido?
2) Do you think all the food that Fido ate was good for him? What things would be good for a snake?

3) What do you think will happen at Grandma’s?

· Return to Teaching Point: Who named the python Fido and why? Lets go back to the beginning and find out. What happened to Mom when Fido started watching T.V with her? Lets go back and read that page together. 
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

house?

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Lets take a picture walk to see what are some things that Fido is going to do this time. Ask students to look at the pictures and see if they can pick out something funny or unusual that Fido is going to do at Grandma’s. Now, let’s read and find out if Mom is ever going to like Fido.

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: gasped (p. 17), vegetarian (p. 19), flexed (p. 23) 

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

1) Did Grandma like Fido?

2) What or whom did Mom think Fido ate? What did he actually eat

3) Do you think Mom will let Fido back into the house?

· Return to Teaching Point: Why didn’t mom want Fido in Grandma’s house? Where was Dane? How did Fido help him?

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

How do you think Mom would feel if Fido came back into the house? Do you think Fido likes sleeping in the house or the garage better?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Would you let a snake as big as Fido into your house? Why or why not?
