Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Our story today is called “The Stubborn Goat.”  What does it mean to be stubborn?  Tell me about a time you were stubborn…when you were asked to do something, but didn’t do it or didn’t want to do it.  Let’s think about this goat.  How might this goat be stubborn?  Let’s take a picture walk.  Where is the goat standing?  What is the chicken doing?  Who is coming now?  What is the fox biting the goat (he wants the goat to move)?  Why would the fox want the goat to move?  What might he be trying to get to?  

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p8 frightened

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers group words together so their reading sounds smooth.


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Were there any parts of the story that you didn’t understand or that you found confusing?  Being stubborn is usually not a good thing.  Was the goat’s stubbornness a good thing in this story?  Why?  What might have happened if the goad had not been so stubborn?

What made the ending of the story funny, or ironic?

  What was the problem in the story?  How was the problem resolved?  

· Return to Teaching Point

Does smooth reading help us to understand the story better? Pick a different text.  Model for students an example of broken and smooth reading.  Which is easier to understand and helps me to have a better picture in my mind of the story?

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write about a time that you were stubborn.  What didn’t you want to do?  Who had asked you to do that?  Why didn’t you want to do that?  How was the problem resolved?  Did you end up doing what you were being asked to do?
