Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Look at the front cover.  What is Zara doing, or trying to do?

Turn to pages 2 & 3 and introduce the characters and setting to the students

Turn to pages 44-45.  Ask the students what a glossary is?  Why is a glossary important?  Talk about the words in the glossary

Turn to page 46 and look at the Introduction only.  Summarize what you have already talked about.  

Today you are going to read Chapter 1.  You are going to learn what the problem in the story is.  

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  Refer to glossary
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support) Good Readers think about the story and predict what they think will happen.  As you read about the problem today, predict what the solution is going to be. 

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What happens every time Zara tries to do her homework?
Do you think this is the first time Tai has bothered Zara?  How can you tell?  Show me what makes you think this.

What does Mom tell Zara to do to keep Tai from bothering her?

How does Zara stop Tai from crying?

· Return to Teaching Point:  What do you predict will happen when Zara goes to her room?  
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

As you read, think about how this part of the book reminds you of your brother or sister.  If you don’t have a brother or sister think about a different family member.  

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What word does Zara use on page 14 to describe babies?  Do you agree with that?  Why/not?

Where does Zara go to get away from Tai after he comes into her room?

What does Zara do when she spells a word wrong?  Correct?  

Why do you think Tai keeps bothering Zara?
· Return to Teaching Point:  Does this remind you of your family in any way?  What connections could you make?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
