	Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)
Have you ever done research on a topic?  What was it?  In this non-fiction book, a young student named Keesha shares with us what she learned about African Americans in History.  Show students the table of contents, headings, and index and ask why the author decided to put these features in the text.  What information/use do these features give/tell us?
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: explorer (p.4) League (p.6) speeches (p.9) government (p.10)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use text features to help them understand non-fiction.


	During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?



	After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What award did Jackie Robinson receive in 1947? (p.6 picture-text feature)
Other than being an African American what did all the people in this book have in common?
 How did these people help “make the world a better place?”

· Return to Teaching Point:  How did the headings in the text help you read and understand the book?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
Why do you think the author decided to write a book about African Americans in History?  Why is this important?

If you were going to do research on a topic, what would it be?  Tell me why you would choose that topic.
