· Discussion Questions

What was Ben eating when he lost his tooth?  Who did Ben run to tell that he had lost his tooth (page 5)?  What did Ben’s mom tell him he should do with his tooth?

Write about a time when you lost a tooth.  Be sure to tell where you lost your tooth and what you did with the tooth.  Include in your writing if you were excited or scared about losing your tooth.
