Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

It is summer vacation and Danny is going to camp.  He gets to take his dinosaur with him.  Have any of you ever gone away during the summer to camp?  What kinds of things did you do there?  If none of the students have gone, ask what kinds of things they think Danny and his friends might do at summer camp.

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers group words together so their reading sounds smooth.

Readers look for chunks they may know to help them figure out a word.


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

1. What kinds of activities did Danny, the dinosaur, and the other kids do at camp?

2. How do you think the kids felt when the dinosaur kept winning?

3. How did the dinosaur help all of the kids at camp?

4. Do you think Danny and the dinosaur will go back to camp next summer?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

If you could go to a camp during the summer, what kind of camp would you go to?  Who would you want to take with you?  Why?
