During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

Return to Teaching Point:  Readers look for chunks they may know to help them figure out a word.  What word chunk did you know to help figure out a word?

On page 5 the author says that the baby stays very still in the grass.  Why do you think that is important?
