	Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

What is a mystery?  What are some examples of little mysteries?
Read the title, author, and illustrator.  This little girl named Marisol tires to solve a mystery by collecting clues.  Look at pages 2-3, Marisol was playing and then she thought her cat Fluffy was gone.  Whose tail does she see by the door?  When she opens the door what does she see?  Turn to pages 4-5, what do you think Marisol is thinking as she reads the note on the box that says “For Someone Special”?  Turn to pages 6-7, what does Papa have in his hand?  Who might wear a helmet?  What do you predict may be in this box?  Turn the page, now what does Mama have?  Now, what are you predicting could be in the box?  Turn back to the beginning to find out if your predictions will change as you read the story and find new clues to this mystery.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: mystery, special (5), ideas (12)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers think about the story and predict what might happen next.



	During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?



	After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Who helps Marisol find the box?  Tell me where in the book you find the answer.

What three clues was Marisol given in the story to help her solve the mystery?  What pages tell you that?

Does Marisol know that she is the “someone special”?  Why do you think so?

What would you have guessed was in the box if you had been Marisol?  What makes you think that?

Return to Teaching Point: As you read today, what clues helped you predict what was in the box?  Did you solve the mystery?  Show me the pages in the book that helped you solve the mystery.
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

What would you like to be in a big box that you knew was for you?

Write and draw what clues you would give someone if a baseball bat were in the box.
