	Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Show the front cover and read the title.  Who do you think Mack is?  What do you think is going on?  Why is there a cake?  Why do you think Mack ate it?
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: candles, married, planted
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Good readers think about what happens in the story, they pay attention to details.


	During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?



	After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Were your predictions correct?  Did they change as you read the story?

Who was Mack?  Whose birthday do you think it was?

What do you think will happen next?

What would the woman do next time so Mack wouldn’t eat the cake?

· Return to Teaching Point:  Retell the story using the details from the book. (egg-hen- corn-seed, etc.)
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
