Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

They notice that the caterpillar has been eating leaves and there is something under the leaves.  As you read, find out what happens to the caterpillar and what happens to their discovery under the leaves.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary     chrysalis (p. 14)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers think about the story and pay attention to the details.  As you read, pay attention to the details to see the order of events.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.
