Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

In this story, the children are running a cross-country race at school.  Tim always wins when they are running a race.  But the day of the race, Michael falls during the race.  Let’s read to see what happens.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

1. Where did the children run when they were practicing for the race?

2. How often did they practice?

3. Who did everyone think was going to win the race?

4. What happened on race day?

5. How do you think Michael felt when Tim stopped to help him, and gave up winning the race?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write about a time when a friend has helped you in some way.  How did you feel?  What happened?

Have you ever helped someone when they were hurt or needed help?  What did you do?
