Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This is a story about a hardworking shoemaker and his wife who were very, very poor. One day they found that they only had one piece of leather left to make shoes.  What do you think will happen next?  Let’s read and find out! 

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  

shoemaker (2), leather (2), worked (2), piece (2), tired (3), wonderful (4), beautiful (4), pairs (6), happened (10)

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers think about the story and predict what might happen next.


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Read pages 2 – 10 Have students predict who was helping the shoemaker and his wife.  (Do not turn the page). Have students retell what has happened so far in the story. Ask students to predict who is making the shoes

· Return to Teaching Point

Discuss predictions of who is making the shoes, tell students that they will find out if their predictions are right tomorrow.

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Yesterday we read that someone was making the shoes for the shoemaker and his wife. What happened next. Ask students to retell up to when the shoemaker and his wife were going to watch to see who was making the shoes on page 10. Begin reading on page 12.

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  

elves (12), leave(12), around (13), through (16), happily (16) 

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers think about the story and predict what might happen next.


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

        After reading page 12, Discuss predictions of who was making the shoes and

      ask students if their predictions were correct. Discuss the elves and 

      what the shoemaker and his wife planned to do for them. Do you think the shoemaker and his wife were 

      happy?  How do you know?

· Return to Teaching Point

Did predicting help you understand what happens in the story?

Write whether your prediction of who is making the shoes was correct or not. Add what happened to the shoemaker and his wife at the end of the story.
