· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

*What kinds of jobs did their moms and dads do?
*What did Penny tell the other kids about her dad? What clues/hints did she give them?
*Did they believe Penny? Why did Mac think that Penny was telling stories?

*Who came to the school? Do you think the students were surprised at the end when Penny’s dad visited the school? Why do you think they were surprised?
