Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Look at the title and picture on the front cover. What do you think this book will be about? Where does a king live? When you’re reading today, I want you to be thinking about what problem the king has, who tries to help the king solve his problem, and how the king’s problem is solved. Don’t be afraid to stop and think while you’re reading.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary-menders (2), royal (2)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

*Readers stop and think as they read.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

*Readers stop and think as they read.

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

*What problem did the king have?
*Who tried to help the king solve the problem? What did they think would fix the hole in his sock?

*Were they successful?

*Who ended up helping the king solve the problem? How did she help him? How do you think she felt?
