	Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Show the cover and read the title.
How does Moose look?  Does he look mean or nice?  Why do you think so?

Well, he is really, really thirsty, so he goes to a river and starts to drink, but he won’t stop!  What problems might happen if he doesn’t stop drinking the water in the river?

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: destroy (8), muskrat (12), listened (23), finally (30)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Good readers think about the story and predict what might happen next?


	During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?



	After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Were your predictions correct?
What was Big Moose’s problem in the story?

Why were the river animals angry with Big Moose?

Why wouldn’t the fly listen to Big Moose?  What do you think Big Moose can learn from this story?

Do you think he will ignore other animals in the future?

· Return to Teaching Point:  When Big Moose would not listen to the fly, did you think he would be able to stop him? How did your prediction change after you read what happened?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance



	Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Do you like it when others don’t listen to you? How does it make you feel?  Do you always listen to others?
Write a couple sentences about a time that you would not listen, or when someone would not listen to you.  What happened?
