	Before Reading: (5-7 min)

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  churned (2), scrambled (3), realize (4) prepared (13)

· Suggested Teaching Point: ( refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers think about what happens in the story. They pay attention to details.



	During Reading: (5-10 min) *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:      Does it match?       Does it sound right?         Does it make sense?



	After Reading: (5-7 min)

· Discuss the story:  

What kinds of foods did they make?  What colors were the foods they made?  Why did they keep making different foods? Why do you think Mrs. Peabody took them to the pizzeria?  Do you think the children learned anything about preparing a meal?  What?

· Return to Teaching Point: 

There were many details in this story; can you tell places in the story where the author used details that helped you get a better picture of what you were reading?

· Comprehension Strategy Focus: connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance:

       Can you make a connection to this story?  What kinds of connections did you make?
