Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Genre: Fable-
In this story the wind and the sun are arguing about who is stronger. If you were arguing with someone about who is stronger, what would you do to prove your strength? (arm wrestle, pick up something heavy, etc.) The sun and wind decide that whoever can get a man’s coat off is the stronger one. As you read, notice the different ways that the sun and wind work on the man. 
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary field, stronger
· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)
Readers think about what happens in the story and pay attention to details. Today, I want you to specifically pay attention to the order of events in the story. We are going to talk about the sequence after we finish reading. 

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

Discuss the order of events that take place in the story. What happened first? Then what happened? What happened next? Use sequence words (first, second, next, after, lastly)
· Discussion Questions

What was the argument that the sun and wind were having? 
How did they go about trying to prove who was stronger?

What did the man do when the wind blew?

Who was able to get the man to take his coat off? Why? 

How did the wind react to losing?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write about a way you would have tried to get the man’s coat off.
