Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Has anyone older than you ever told you stories about their childhood? Ayu is telling stories of her childhood and how she used to dance to three young girls. Ayu lived in a village in Bali. Bali is a country in Indonesia, near Australia. Let’s read and learn about Ayu as a little girl in a village in Bali. 
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary Bali (2) processions (4) Legong, banyan (6) frangipani (15) gamelan (16)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers slow down to figure out new words.

Readers think about what happens in the story and pay attention to details.

Readers notice when something does not make sense. They may reread the sentence or page to help them understand.


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What do you think a procession is? (a parade) How did you figure that out? 
What did Ayu like to do? (Dance!)

Who noticed how good Ayu was and asked her to dance for the village? (The prince)

What did she do to get prepared for her special moon dance? (Practice)

Why was it important for her to practice before her moon dance?

Does this story remind you of anything? (Any connections?)
