Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)
Have you ever been hiking? What do you know about hiking?
This book is a step-by-step instruction book for hiking safety. Read to find out what you would need to do to prepare for hiking so that you can enjoy the adventure safely.

As you read, use the text features and the layout of the book to help you understand the text.

(As you do a picture walk through the book, point out the different ways the pages are laid out to help to organize and clarify information.)
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: adventure (3), decide (5), safety gear, challenges (8), comfortable (11)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use text features to help them understand nonfiction.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Summarize each step in preparing for hiking:
Step 1 – Look at a map to see where you may want to hike.
Step 2 – Learn about the place you want to go so that you know about any dangerous parts.

Step 3 – Take along safety gear to be prepared for any challenges (Look at checklist on p. 9.)
Step 4 – Make sure you wear the right clothes and shoes.
Step 5 – Take enough food and water or other drink
Review final checklist on p. 13 and discuss.

· Return to Teaching Point: What text features helped you to understand the information given in this book?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write about a place where you have hiked or would like to hike. If you do not like to hike, tell the reasons why.
