Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary   (p. 18) patience, (p.19) television, (p.31) whole
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers think about the story and predict what might happen next.  As you read think about Leo and predict if he will be able to do those things right.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Tell me about the story…

What did Leo have trouble doing right?
When could he finally do those things?

Why do you think the author wrote this story?

· Return to Teaching Point    Was your prediction correct?  Did he learn to do those things?
