During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

*What did you learn about owls? Opossums? Raccoons? 
*Which night animal puffs its neck up like a balloon?

*Which night animal builds a home from mud and trees?

*How are you different from nocturnal animals?
