Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Read the introduction together from the back cover of the book.  Danny has a different way of counting.  Find out how many ducks he can count.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary   (p. 3) grandmother, (p.15) enough
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers think about what happens in the story and pay attention to details.  Pay attention to what happens as Danny the Owl is counting ducks.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Tell me about the story…

What did you notice in the story?
What did Grandmother say about the swans when Danny tried to count them?
What did you notice at the end of the story?

· Return to Teaching Point    Did you pay attention to the counting of the ducks?  What was going on as Danny was counting?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
