Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

What town do you live in?  Have you ever visited another town?  Have you been to a town bigger than Winona Lake or Warsaw?  What was it like?  Our book today tells how one town changed from a small town to a big town. As you read, think about why and how this town changed.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary – changed, pg. 3 / built, pg.5 / paved, pg. 7
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)  Cause and Effect

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What happened to this town in our story today?  

        What caused the town to change?  
Many people moved to town (Cause) >The town grew from small to big.(Effect)
      What happened to all the open space around the town? 


People built many houses.  (Cause) >There was no more open space around town.  (Effect)

      Why did this town need more schools?

More people in the town meant more children. (Cause) > The one small school became crowded, so the town built many large schools. (Effect)
· Return to Teaching Point

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance, identify cause and effect
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)  Write about the other ways that the town could have changed.  Did it get noiser?  Did it get dirtier—more polluted?  What do you think happened to the animals that lived in the open spaces?  (deer, birds, rabbits, etc.)
