Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Alex has to walk through the park to get to school.  Some days her Mom walks her, and some days her Dad takes her.  One day, when Alex is walking through the park, a bird swoops down at her head.  Let’s read to find out what Alex does to keep this from happening again.

You may want to read part of the story, and have the students stop and make predictions about what will happen next.  Suggested stopping pages are:  after reading page 4, again after reading page 6, and possibly again after reading 8.

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

1. Who was walking Alex to school when the magpie swooped down at her?

2. How did Alex’s Dad suggest they avoid the swooping bird the next day?

3. Did it work?

4. How did Alex’s Mom help her?

5. How would you have felt if this had happened to you?  

6. What would you have done?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write about what you would do if you were Alex.  (No violence allowed, please)
