Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Would you be friends with a crocodile? Why or why not? This book is about a friendly crocodile who wants to make friends but none of the other animals want to be friends with him. I wonder why? Do you think he’ll be able to make a friend?
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: jungle (3), squawked (5), vine (9), 
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

· Readers stop and think about the characters they read.
· Readers notice when something does not make sense. They may reread the sentence or page to help them understand. 


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)
1. I wonder why the other animals didn’t want to be friends with the friendly crocodile.
2. Who became is friend? Why do you think they were willing to be friends with him?
3. How do you think the crocodile felt with the animals would run away from him? 
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)
Create a list about what you know about crocodiles.
