Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Emma and Matthew love going to their Grandma and Grandpa’s house.  Their favorite thing to do there is climb the big tree in their yard.  But one night, a horrible storm comes, and the wind blows the tree down.  What do you think is going to happen to the tree?  How do you think Emma and Matthew feel about the tree falling over?

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

*Readers stop and think about the problem in the story.


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

1. What did Emma and Matthew like about the Grandparent’ house?

2. What happens to make the tree fall down?

3. How do Emma and Matthew feel when this happens?

4. What does Grandpa want to do with the tree?

5. What is the problem in the story?

6. How do they solve the problem?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write about what you think will happen to the tree once Emma and Matthew leave and go home.
