Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This is a Latin American Folktale about a rooster on his way to a wedding.  A folktale is told and retold time after time, generation after generation.  Have you ever been to a wedding?  Read the introduction together from the back cover of the book.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary   (p. 7) banquet, (p. 8) stomach, (p. 16) dismay
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)
Readers stop and think about the story.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Tell me about the story.
What was the problem?
Was it solved?  How?
Why do you think the rooster didn’t solve the problem himself?
How would you solve the problem?

· Return to Teaching Point:  Did the rooster find a good solution for his problem?  What was interesting about how the problem was solved?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Make a list in order of all the things it took to solve the problem.
