Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Has your family ever had a vegetable or a flower garden?  What are some things you did for the plants or flowers to help them grow?  What did those plants need to survive?  (Discuss what the word “survive” means.)
Today we are going to read about the different things that plants need, animals need, and people need to survive.  As you read, I want you to compare and contrast the different needs of plants, animals, and people.  

*Review compare (identifying what is alike) and contrast (identifying what is different).
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary – nutrients, pg. 6 / caterpillars, pg. 9 / healthy, pg. 10
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)  Compare and Contrast

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Tell me what a living thing is.  What is a nonliving thing?  Give me examples.
      What are three types of living things you read about in the book?  (plants, animals, people)
      What is a shelter?  How does a shelter help us survive?
· Return to Teaching Point – What is one thing that plants, animals, and people all need?  (water)
What is something that plants need, but animals do not?  (nutrients from soil)

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance, compare and contrast
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)  Write about the different types of shelters that animals and people live in.  How are animal and human shelters alike or different?  (See page 11 for ideas.)
